
Lesson 15 Grammar and Expressions 複文での動詞の使い方

A 要求や必要を表す表現
❶ My father insisted that my sister go to a private school. 要求を表す

「父は姉が私立学校へ行くことを求めた。」

❷ It’s necessary that we get enough nutrition and sleep. 必要を表す

「私たちは十分な栄養と睡眠をとることが必要だ。」

My father suggested that I should read the newspaper every day.
「父は私が新聞を毎日読むことを提案した。」

It’s important that you study English.
「あなたが英語を勉強することが重要だ。」

It was surprising that he should be so upset.〔It was surprising that he was ...〕
「彼がそんなに動揺するなんて驚きだった。」

B 時制の一致
❸ I thought he had moved and was no longer in Tokyo. 過去の時点とそれ以前(→過去完了形で表す)
❹ I was sure she would agree with me. 過去の時点での未来(will→wouldで表す)

主節の動詞が過去形の場合，それに続く節の動詞の形は過去の時点を基準にして決める。

現在も成り立つ内容であれば，現在形を使うこともできる。

I didn’t know she likes that kind of music.〔she likes ... は現在も言えること〕

that 節を使って①要求や提案内容を表したり，②必要なことや重要なことを表したりする場合，つづく that
節では動詞の原形を使う（shouldを入れることもある）。
①【要求・提案を示す動詞】

S suggest, propose, demand, require, insist order,    recommend that  S’ (should) 原形動詞～
( 提案する ) （ 要求する ） （命令する） ( 勧める ) V’

②【必要な，重要なことを示す形容詞】

It is important,  necessary,  essential that S’ (should) 原形動詞～
(重要だ) （必要だ） （不可欠な） V’

感情や判断を表す that節では shouldを使う（shouldを使わずに動詞の形を変える場合もある）。
① should→「～するなんて / ～するとは 」という意味を表す。

It’s a pity / a shame that you (should) have to leave. 「あなたが去らねばならないとは残念です。」
② should→「～するのは～だ。」という判断を表す。
It’ s natural that you should be angry at his words. 「あなたが彼の言葉に腹を立てるのは当然だ。」



C 話法
❺ She said to me, “I went shopping yesterday.” 直接話法

❻ She told me that she had gone shopping the day before. 間接話法

間接話法では〈tell ＋人＋ that ...〉か〈say that ...〉を使う。従属節の動詞は適切な形にして，代名詞は伝える
人の視点でとらえる。時や場所を表す表現も必要に応じて変える。

She said that she had to stay there.（She said, “I have to stay here.”）
発言の内容が疑問文の場合は，疑問詞節や if / whether 節を使う。

He asked me what I wanted to become.〔疑問詞節〕
He asked me if I needed any help.〔if / whether 節〕

直接話法→間接話法への転換で注意すべき変化

①述語動詞(V) ②節を導く接続詞 ③節の中の動詞の時制 ④節の中の主語や目的語 ⑤時，場所を表す副詞（※）の変化

伝達文

Lilly said to me, / “It is chilly here today.”

Lilly told me / that it was chilly there that day.
① ② ③ ⑤ ⑤

命令文→「～しなさいと伝えた」

Mother said to my brother, “Go to your room and think about what you have done.”

Mother told my brother to go to his room and think about what he had  done.
① ③ ④ ③ ④ ③

禁止の命令文→「～しないように言った」

David said to me, “Don’t forget to email me.”

David told me not to forget to email him.
① ③

疑問詞を用いた疑問文→間接疑問文

I said to Naoki, “Where did you have lunch yesterday?”

I asked Naoki where he had   had lunch the day before .
① ② ④ ③ ⑤

Yes/Noを尋ねる疑問文→「～かどうかを尋ねた」

Sally said to me, “Did you make this cake?”

Sally asked me if I had made that cake.
① ② ④ ③ ⑤

提案する文

I said to my sister, “Let’s play cards tonight.”

I suggested to my sister that we should play cards that night.
① ② ④ ③ ⑤

【⑤時，場所を表す副詞（※）の変化】

・here→there ・now→then ・～ago→～before ・today→that day ・tonight→that night

・yesterday→the day before / the previous day

・tomorrow→ (the) next day / the following day ・next week → the next week / the following week



D 時を表す表現
❼ It was not until recently that I realized what I should do.「最近になって初めて自分が何をすべきかに気付いた。」
❽ I had hardly gone to bed when the telephone rang. 「ベッドへ行くとすぐに電話が鳴った。」

It was not until ～ that … は強調構文（I didn’t realize what I should do until recently.）。
It has been [It is] five years since my sister got married.「姉が結婚して 5年になる。」

It won’t be long before you speak English with confidence. 「まもなく自信を持って英語を話せるようになります。」
